2008—-09AKC DELEGATE'S ANNUAL REPORT

Over two years ago, | agreed to judge the Samopedi8lty in conjunction with the World Show and &rd World Samoyed
Conference in Slovakia. When this year's SCA Sgdgcdate was changed it conflicted with this assignt. I'm sorry not to be
with you this year.

This last year, the important issues dominatingatenda were the same ones as we discussed lasfTyesy were the continued
decline in AKC's registrations resulting in a déeation in AKC'’s finances and Anti-dog legislatity the animal rights groups.

At the September Delegates’ Meeting several weghiswae learned that AKC's financial decline hastoared. For the first half of
2009, AKC's operating revenues were approximat8y(5000 versus the prior year revenues of $3.5amill Although AKC was
successful in reducing expenses 6% to $2.6 mifiiothe same period, clearly the expense reducti@re not enough to compensate
for the decline in revenues. This operating losans that AKC is losing money in its core busine€®scause there is a significant
investment portfolio, investment gains for thisipdrmade up for the operating loss. However, waikin't lose sight of the fact that
these investment gains mask the fact that what AK€ for a living is failing financially. This witontinue to be an important topic
in the future.



AKC is trying all it can to boost registrationshdy are currently promoting a Registration Pledgeedwith the intent of registering

all dogs in litters rather than just the 40% that eurrently registered. They are also movingetapture the lost customers who have
recently used competing registries or to identéyrcustomers. It will benefit us all if AKC succksein reversing this declining trend
in registrations because it will have more resasitoeaddress issues like anti-dog legislation natide.

AKC and you continue to wage a good fight agaimsitdog legislation. Many bad bills were defeatedtalled last year. However,
some passed and several of the stalled bills eeady scheduled to come back next year. It iswstieg and time consuming to
keep fighting these bills, but it is necessaryratgct the future of our sport and our breed. kkdo all of you who have worked to
defeat these bad bills and, please continue yauakrwark.

An important issue on the September Delegates’ iMge&tas the proposal to realign the Groups. Asngmall, one part of the
proposal would create a Northern Breeds Groupvrtizch the Samoyed would be moved from the Workimgup. At the
September meeting the Delegates voted to sen@#igmment proposal back to the Board for furthedg until March, 2010.
AKC'’s Board asked for additional time to clarifg iposition on the placement of breeds in eacheoffoups. AKC's Board asked
for additional time to clarify its position on tipdacement of breeds in each of the Groups. Someetns have been raised by the
Superintendents, a number of all-breed clubs amashaber of parent clubs whose breeds will movertewa group. | was told by
several AKC Board members that it is the intenAKfC’s Board to fully exercise their responsibility assign breeds where the
Board wants, whether or not that decision coincigits the wishes of the parent clubs.

This delay allows SCA to send a ballot to eachiofiembers to ascertain the club members’ wisheékerealignment issue. As
Delegate | have always represented the wishes AftS @KC. When the SCA members’ vote is talliedyill aggressively represent
the wishes of SCA. | will vote as directed if tisue does come to a vote in March. I'll keep ydarmed on any changes in the
proposal.

A new item, the Grand Championship title, was psgeb If it passes this December, the idea willkwiie this. If your Sammy is a
champion, you may now keep showing him or her i®riew title, Grand Champion. To get it, you mestn 25 points with 3 majors
under different judges and at least one additiprdde for the minor points. For instance, if yaaientered your champion in the
Best of Breed (BOB) competition, you will compelhe thormal way and the judge will award BOB, Best\bhners (BOW) and Best
Opposite Sex (BOS) just like it is currently dora.addition, if the judge chooses, a Select Dady @elect Bitch will be chosen as
well. The BOB will be credited with beating allf8amies in competition and awarded points toward @a@&1Champion title

according to the Grand Champion point scale irstimv’'s region. BOS will be credited with beatidgtlhe Sammies of the same
sex and awarded the appropriate points. The Setegwill be awarded points for beating all the Sayrdogs entered except the dog
who won BOB or BOS and the Select Bitch will geirpe for beating all the bitches entered excepbiteh who won BOB or BOS.
As the current proposal stands, class dogs anldsitare not eligible to compete for Grand Champiaints.

AKC'’s Board has proposed the Grand ChampionsHigpa# a way to encourage all of us to continue ghpwur finished champions.
They envision a national ranking system for Graheu@pions if this gets passed. Because it is aiti@aado AKC’s Rules, it will
require approval by the Delegate Body with a 2/3omiy vote in December. | look forward to yourraments and opinions as we
approach this vote.

One other change in the classes at shows has ppesvad. As you know, in the classes show-givingpsimust offer American Bred
and Open Classes. However, clubs often offer puppsd-By, and other classes. The 12-18 montlsabgays was an optional
class. Now however, it has been approved to $it¢lass and allow all clubs to offer 12-15 maamid >15-18 month classes at all-
breed and specialty shows.

2009 is a landmark year for the SCA Agility Commétt The first SCA agility trial was held at theQrasse, WI national in 1994;

since then, there have only been two years in wagility was not a part of the national experient@e have had all breed trials in
conjunction with ours, we have had seminars pubyour own people, and once, in Oconomowoc, weéadminar put on by the

agility judge. This year the judge was hired beseaaf his reputation for giving seminars, his knedge of nontraditional agility

breeds, and his willingness to craft a seminatwofarbreed. The seminar closed within forty eigbtiis of it opening, and we could
have filled twice the spots in both working and iind. The Samoyed agility community has workeddh underwrite this, and is

pleased to bring it to fruition. Sincere thanksalian the SCA who have helped. Perhaps becalde @eminar, the entry this year is
a near record 96 runs.

The agility committee reflects a cross sectionha&f tountry, and has the chairs for the 2008, 20@P2010 SCA Agility Trials as

members. We believe that having the three chairhhe committee facilitates co-operation betweengpecialty trials, which saves
considerable money and effort. It also builds lati@nship with other people who have met the emge of a specialty trial, and
trying to control costs. We are currently tryingfiod ways to defray the anticipated $800 costdgility equipment rental at next
year's nationals. Finding the equipment in theales chosen for the national specialty is ofteerégoas problem. While the SCA
does own equipment, it is not always feasibledddr it across the nation.

Most Samoyed agility competitors see each othee @ngear — at the national. It is a traditionHa &gility community that persons
earning a “"MACH?” are awarded the last bar their dtmared, and the bar is signed by those compefitoattendance at the trial. We
are offering commemorative bars for those who heamed the title since the last national, and ntpkiem available for the
Samoyed Agility Community to sign. This year, theni# be one commemorative bar awarded, for a MAZH

In an effort to raise awareness of the existendb@®SCA as well as its interest in agility compe, we have continued to mail out
congratulatory certificates to persons whose days hreceived an AKC agility title. The committeean receives a spread sheet
from AKC showingall Samoyed titlists in any AKC venue, their ownerditer, and appropriate addresses. These addhesses
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been used to create a database of Samoyed comgpatibd all of whom are members of the SCA. Thialkese can be used to notify
persons of items for sale and special everit$0 certificates have been sent since September08@Persons who are not SCA
members also receive information on the SCA ancaceuraged to contact the committee for furthrmation.

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more discussion on that later in this report. Ferrimprovements were made in the reformatting dedterall appearance of the
Bulletin. With the expertise of Kristie Kempker whdoes the layout, a more modern make-over was dotiee inside. And as
obviously noted, the front cover has been redesigvith photographs of our actual Samoyeds.

Breeders and judges should at alktbeecareful to avoid obvious
conditions or exaggerations which would be detritakim any way to the health, welfare or soundradghis breed. From time to
time certain conditions or exaggerations may besiclemed to have the potential to affect dogs inesbneeds adversely, and judges
and breeders are requested to refer to the KerdablW@bsite for details of any such current issifess feature or quality is desirable
it should only be present in the right measure’

29 Breed standards have been altered to reflectThiere are still major concerns within the Bufjd@erman Shepherd and
Pekingese clubs where they have been fighting ageirange. Indeed there is talk of ‘break awaybslsetting up. But other breeds
like the Chow Chow have come to agreement afteotigon with the Kennel Club and the Australiarefherd has taken this as an
opportunity to make multiple changes within thet@r&lard to more reflect the ideals of the US vexsio

The KC is now ratifying the new Standards and s&ys final Breed Standards make it clear to altfhe exaggeration of features
for aesthetic reasons, when this is to the detriraa dog’s health, is unacceptable’

The way the KC has approached fighting this ongegmmpaign instigated by various animal welfasmeaiations has caused much
comment. However detractors would do well to rementbat if we do not put our own house in orded Hrere have been battles
going on with some breeds for years to try ancdchahges implemented, Government will do it forAs.election year is looming in
the UK and it will not be fought on animal welfassues which will be treated as just another ttimgst people want’.

How does this affect the Samoyed in the UK? Wealhdard wise we are still stuck with the sanitizéah8ard that was foisted on us
in 1994 and no one has taken the imitative to kisedpportunity to get any changes made.

All Pedigree dogs will sink or swim together. Wihafppens to one breed will have a knock on effeastdNe would do well to
remember that.

In the US, legislative battles have been wagingrastch week goes by without another State conjuiim@ false premise for
restricting the rights of dog owners and breedEng. US is lucky to have a committed and literatespe in the form of Suzy Black
together with an extensive posse of helpers wh&egping an eye on things. Some battles are worsama are lost, but not without
a jolly good fight.

2. Health and Welfare

We are still waiting for a ‘fix’ for Diabetes. Drdrna Kennedy will be giving a talk on Diabetes antbimmune problems at the
World Samoyed Meeting. We look forward to new néwssn her. Dr Brian Catchpole who runs the Caninalietes Register (an all
breed register) has been doing DNA collection it aid of the Samoyed Association.

Hip problems still arise and eyes problems in tikedde still dismissed by the breed clubs as ‘nptablem’.

3. Conclusions

RATIONALE: 13.1 To receive 250 points for becoming registenitti a reputable therapy organization the numbehofirs that
must be completed was changed to 15 hours of e@fifours of therapy work instead of 20 hours. Tvas to reward those who go
through a formal registration process with 100 pgeimstead of only 50 points as previously writt€he stipulation that they must
complete 15 hours is to assure that the dog doesbg do therapy work to receive any points.

The second change was to eliminate listingdogirements set forth by most organizations whighavailable on-line and is not
an inclusive list for all organizations13.2 This#en is to acknowledge that not all institutioregjuire therapy dogs to be certified by
any organization before allowing them to participathey will be awarded 10 points for every houthefapy work.

13.3 A This section states that the 250 pointdéing registered with a therapy organization cantydbe awarded once even if the

dog is subsequently registered with additional arigations.

13.3 B This section was changed to allow the pefeam the institution signing for the time speotrd) therapy dog work to sign off

for more than one visit at a time. This is to m#ieverification process more convenient and #ffieient for that person. All other

provisions previously outlined were kept.

The Applicant shall provide documentatioavging the qualifications of the tester, including
but not limited to herding titles earned, herdirgménars attended, number of years herding,
explanation of testing criteria, and familiarityttvimultiple breeds and styles of herding;

b. The applicant shall not be a student of tlséinot tester;

C. The applicant shall submit
i. A video of the test and
ii. A score sheet with a written critique of ttest signed by the tester.

d. The point scale shall be as per 14.2 “A” abgrevided, however, that the tester shall sehfort
detail and in writing the additional requiremends the second leg, if the Applicant is requesting
125 points for that score.

The video-tape will lmmitored and approved by
the Working Samoyed Committee

RATIONALE: 14.2 A. This section was changed to reflect that fhat the requirements for obtaining a Herdingstinct

Certification is not equal for all the organizatis. The number of points for the first leg is eqimalall the organizations. The
number of points for the second leg is the saméoraghe first leg if the requirements are also tb@me. It increases if the
requirements for the second leg are more stringemjuiring additional training or skills. The mogbints that can be earned is 200
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(75 + 125) points but if someone elects to qualifan organization where the certificate requite® identical “tests”, they receive
150 points (75 + 75 for their title).

B This section is to allow the awarding of 2@0nts to dogs who bypass the Herding Instinst &ed instead earn titles at the
test or trial levels. It stands to reason thathiéy can obtain the more advanced titles that tresehdisplayed the training & skills
required to obtain the HIC for the highest amouhpoints

C This section continues to offer people whaalochave a place offering the HIC test withineasonable distance to still attempt
the two legs with the requirements and documentatiseded outlined in this section. They also hheeoption of qualifying for
either the 75 points or 125 points for the secagdepending on the skills displayed on the videbdocumented by the tester. All
other parts were left as previously written.

Annual Report 2009

The lllustrated Standard Feasibility Study Comnaititecomposed of Larry Mackai Chairperson, Cardlegdman, Donna Dannen,
Deborah Fiedler, Marion McNeil, Carol Miller, Carglontgomery and Jeanne Nonhof. The committee baa bommunicating by
e-mail.

Because the committee understands that anythind beuconsidered feasible, we have concentrateétieapecific issues of
rationale, copyright, artist, process, overall aosd funding.

Rationale
The reason for exploring the development of a nam&ed Club of America lllustrated Standard istfar purpose of providing an
accurate visual depiction of the Samoyed Standaitig written. It is not for the purpose of aiter the written Standard in any way.

The current Gertrude Adams’ lllustrated standard w@e of the first to be produced. In her introdogparagraph to the lllustrated
Standard she states “The lllustrated Standard ges\a visual guide for all who want to learn toogrdze the correct type and quality
of a good Samoyed as described in words in the dfetkte Standard.” The majority of Samoyed owners lareeders would tell you
that what they have is the correct type accordintpé Standard. It is generally accepted that #madyed Standard allows for a
variety of acceptable correct type. The Adams’slitated Standard shows only one variation withenringe of acceptable correct

type.
This lllustrated Standard also has three major sions or errors according to the Samoyed Writtemird.

1) The first is the omission of bitches in the dirays. The Samoyed Written Standard does pointhmretis a difference in males and
females. It starts off by mentioning the appearasfamasculinity and femininity of dogs and bitchasd goes on to mention other
key differences. None of these are illustrated.

2) The second is an error in the drawing of the stogwing side gait at a trot. This drawing shovd®g that is gaiting with his head
up more than it should be. It does not illustratequate reach and drive as called for in the Sach8y@ndard. When a dog is trotting,
the front moves from the shoulder all the way doWwme existing drawing looks like he is moving frohe elbow only. If you look at
the leg moving forward and the opposite leg movinder the dog, it looks like the common hinge p@@rdt the elbow. Some might
say that this drawing is only to show the differer@vement of the legs between a trot and a patieatis the case, then there is no
drawing of proper side gait. This would be an oiniss

3) The third is the side view of the dog with at@diskeletal drawing and the outline of the bodllge drawing states that the chin is
above the back line. That is as it should be, listdrawing has the chin level with the back limethe beginning of the | S, Gertrude
states that “Due to the difficulty of showing thetwaal body lines of a Samoyed in full show conditiooat has been minimized in
these illustrations.” If that is the case then thiswing would show a dog with what judges woulll ‘@& neck.” This same drawing
showing the side view of the dog with “no neckinghe Adams’ lllustrated Standard six times. Ouitt®n Standard calls for “Neck
— Strong, well muscled, carried proudly erect...”dtrawing does not show a dog with a neck thaariged proudly. To quote from
“The Complete Samoyed” by Robert H. and Dolly Wdtdprso” includes the neck, chest, loin, and baéle should begin with the
neck and agree that, as we are describing neitfees nor a draft animal, the neck should be matdbsrlong. An animal, when he
runs, uses the length of the neck to balance himdgle at a gallop; therefore, a racing animal hasxtremely long neck, while the
draft animal has a short neck to consolidate stheagslower speeds. The Samoyed shall therefore d@roudly arched, moderately
long neck, set for speed but not racy.”

There are several other problematic drawings. Thblpms with these are more minor. They includefeflewing:
1) In the drawings of ears — the one labeled a3 ¢tose” is just smaller than the other one. laeaged, the drawing labeled as being
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“too close” can be placed atop the drawing labétedrect.” The drawings will then be seen to be @dtrexactly identical.

2) On the drawings of muzzles — the drawing of feea“snippy” and “correct” are shown in profilehd “correct” view has the
mouth open, while the others were drawn with theitin@losed. They should all be drawn the same wag tlear comparison. Also,
the drawing of “too wide” has no comparison to azmie of correct width.

3) On the page called the Relationship of the Bsinacture to the Outline of the Body and Coat,dleme some measurements and
proportions that are not part of the Samoyed Stahdlia the beginning of the Adams’ lllustrated Stard it states that “Angles,
percentages and proportions are as called foreiT#xt.” (Text refers to the Written Standard.) flheing said, the following
elements of text found in the Adams’ lllustratedr&tard are not found in the Samoyed Written Stahdar

Pasterns set at 10 — 15 degrees.

30 degree pelvis slope.

Chin above the back line.

The height from the withers to the top of tleadh— Approx 1/3 withers height.
Shoulder and hip width approx. 1/3 body heaghwithers.

The committee has concluded that it would be veitpfial to include some specific additional drawirigs Samoyed Club of
America lllustrated Standard in order to makernt@e complete and useful educational tool. Theyl&vinclude:

1. Drawings that include bitches to show the déffeces between males and females as
mentioned in the Samoyed Standard.

2. Drawings that show the acceptable range offaadllowed in the Standard.

3. Color drawings showing cream and biscuit vaoret. They could include illustrations
that show possible patterns and the variousuas of biscuit that can be on the
Samoyed.

4. A correct anatomical drawing.

5. A drawing that shows proper side gait.

For a complete list of possible drawings see Attaet #2 that follows this report.

Copyright Issues
Our research indicated that the Adams’ lllustrééahdard was properly copyrighted by Gertrude Addfash of the pages with

drawings was also individually properly copyrighteglGertrude Adams. Copyright can only be appleethe booklet itself or the
drawings. It cannot be applied to the name or goinokan illustrated standard in general. The Saddylub of America has no
claim to the copyright of the Adams’ lllustratecaBtiard; it only has the right to publish the Adaftiestrated Standard. By
copyright law, these copyrights will last 95 yedrke drawings dated 1969 will last until 2064 amel dirawings dated 1971 will last
until 2066. When Ms. Adams passed away the coptgigiere part of her personal property. As suchy theuld be bequeathed by a
will or pass as personal property by the applicédohes of intestate successions. Ms. Adams chostort@ve the copyrights passed
on to the Samoyed Club of America. For a detailgdanation of these statements, please see Attath¥Bethat follows this report.

The committee believes the Samoyed Club of Amere&sds to have its own illustrated standard soitlecan own all the copyrights
and control how the drawings are used. By ownimgcibpyrights to the drawings, the Samoyed ClubmgAca would be able to not
only produce a Samoyed Club of America Illustra&andard, but also to use any of the drawingstfeergprinted materials. SCA
could put the drawings on the official web-site kea CD or make up small laminated quick referarazds for judges to carry with
them to the shows. None of this is legally possitde. All of this and more would be possible wittweork for which the Samoyed
Club of America holds the copyrights.

Artist

Gertrude Adams was an engineer and an architecamanatomical artist. The committee believesrat@nical artist, with specific
talent in illustrating living beings, would be aliteget all of the angles and measurements righteyproducing an attractive
drawing of the animal. An anatomical artist withcannections to our breed would not bring in ajesbias to the drawings. The
artist would work with their knowledge of anatongyided by the Standard and the committee selegtélebBoard.

The names of two anatomical artists with experietwiag illustrated standards were presented fosidemnation.
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1. Chet Jezierski is the artist for the Beardedi€dtlustrated Standard.

2. Jeanne Flora has done drawings for lllustratadd&rds of the following National breed clubs; Aiten Rottweiler Club,
Cardigan Welsh Corgi Club of America, Norwegiantglknd Association of America, Akita Club of Ameridemerican Bullmastiff
Association, Doberman Pinscher Club of America,n&chnauzer Club of America, American Hairlessi€elClub, Alaskan
Malamute Club of America, American Toy Fox Terr@&ub, American Belgian Tervuren Club, American Ratrier Association
and Portuguese Water Dog Club of America.

The fees for these two artists vary considerabhetQezierski's fee to do an illustrated standai®il,000, to be paid in three
payments of $7,000 each. Jeanne Flora’s fee i983@do 50 drawings including a skeletal drawirdgr contract calls for her fee to
be paid in two payments; $2,500 as a retaineratih $te project and the balance when the projdatighed. When the project is
finished she signs over all copyrights to the dreggi Multiple images together would constitute drewing. For more information

Ms. Flora has a great deal of experience creatinglient dog breed illustrated standards. Due tarigch more reasonable fee, as
well as much greater flexibility in the specificheer contract, the committee feels she is the tlasice.

It has been of great concern what dog would berthéel for the artwork. The artist likes to workrina variety of photographs. Not
one photo, but many different photographs, wouldised. The resultant illustrations would not repneésiny specific individual
Samoyed or line of Samoyeds. A photo of one dog, fitayexample, show proper rear angulation, whileteer might have a good
tail set and carriage. The general drawings shoeloh the medium to moderate range in head typeaamilint of coat. This is why
drawings of an acceptable range of correct headgtt of coat and size of dogs and bitches areiwgwgrtant. The important thing
to remember is that our Standard accepts a rangeceptable looks. At the same time it still iscfi@ on the internal structure.
Some of the pictures that show something good rsayteave a fault we wish to show, so we would u$erithe appropriate
elements. When the drawings are complete theynatlbe of any one dog, but a composite, which s an ideal that is better
than the sum of the parts.

Process

The committee expects that the initial work witk #rtist would be done within a committee. Oncecitiamittee is satisfied with the
drawing it would go to the Board for input and apml. Since Ms. Flora’s contract states "No portiéithe work may be published
by the club, used for any purpose, or by any irtlligi other than the artist, until contract is fiéfi and payment in full has been
received," the drawings could not be publishedbfenusal by the general membership until such tishat has been accomplished.
After the contract has been finalized and befosemoduction of an illustrated standard would takece, the drawings would then
go to the membership for final approval. If needsd; drawings that were rejected by the membesthipis point would have to be
reworked by the artist for an additional fee. Tim&#ans the committee and Board will need to putgreat deal of effort to get it right
the first time.

Overall Costs and Funding
The cost of producing a Samoyed Club of Ameriasstated Standard using Jeanne Flora as the dtastwould be follows:

The cost of the artwork is $5,000 payable as $2&Q@0Be beginning of the project and $2,500 whenpttoject is complete, or when
50 drawings have been accepted.

The printing cost as quoted by The Print Shop woBlington, MN is $5,122.35. This would be for 3,@@pies for 32 inside pages
all in black and white except for 2 pages of colith the cover to be of 80# cover stock.

This totals a cost of $10,122.35 for 3,000 copieabmut $3.40 per copy. These expenses would admut over the course of time
during the process of development. The initial ergeeto the SCA would be $2,500, which would cowéral development of
drawings by the artist.

The printing costs would incur after the final laydvas been approved and sent to the printer.

The current Adams’ Illustrated Standard sells #:08 and is 24 pages of black and white only. Arggeprice of $8.00 to $10.00
each would be a fair amount to charge for the Sath@3lub of America lllustrated Standard. In genesttier clubs sell their
illustrated standard from $5.00 to $30.00 with nmafshem being in the $10.00 to $12.00 range.

Funding for this project could come from the Santb@dub of America and private donations. As thil miake profit after less than
one half of the inventory is sold, this should bagidered as an investment. A dedicated accouid teuset up with $3,000
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allocated to it the first year and $2,000 for eatthe next four years. Any private donations mexdthis dedicated fund would lessen
the amount needed to be contributed by the SCA.

Note: A dedicated account is an account that maigits value and grows as contributions are made i does not go to $0 each
year. The reason for having $3,000 the first yedo ipay for the retainer plus have some fundinfidental expenses such as postage
or other committee expenses. Any monies remaimirigeé account after publication and all expensegard would go back into the
SCA general fund.

Recommendations from the lllustrated Standard B#i&giStudy Committee are as follows:

1. Proceed with development of a Samoyed Clubnoérica Illustrated Standard.

2. Ifthe Board finds it necessary to get a \aitthe entire membership, this report
should be included so all members have aodpnity to review this information and
make a knowledgeable, informed decision.

3. The President with the approval of the Boaittlappoint an lllustrated Standard

Development Committee.

The Board will set up a dedicated fund withirtial deposit of $3,000.

The Board will enter into contract with Jeariora and pay the $2,500 retainer from

the dedicated fund that was set up.

(a) General AppearanceThe Samoyed, being essentially a working dogukhpresent a picture of beauty, alertness amthgth,

with agility, dignity and grace. As his work ligs ¢old climates, his coat should be heavy and veeattsistant, well groomed, and of
good quality rather then quantity. The male camiese of a "ruff’ than the female. He should notdrgg in the back as a weak back
would make him practically useless for his legitiemaork, but at the same time, a close-coupled lvaalyld also place him at a great
disadvantage as a draft dog. Breeders should aithdéchappy medium, a body not long but musculowéng liberty, with a deep
chest and well-sprung ribs, strong neck, straighitfand especially strong loins. Males should lsculine in appearance and
deportment without unwarranted aggressivenesddstéeminine without weakness of structure or agmasoftness of temperament.

On page 3 of “Copyright Basics” it states — “SeVerdegories of material are generally not eligilolefederal copyright
protection. These include among others: Titlesnes, ... Ideas, procedures, methods, systems, pesce®ncepts, ...” From this
statement the title and concept of a Samoyed ifitestt standard is NOT copyrighted.

Did Gertrude Adams register her copyright to makegal?

This answer is also found on page 3 of “CopyrighsiBs.” “No publication or registration or othetian in the Copyright
Office is required to secure copyright. ... Copyrighsecured automatically when the work is created,a work is “created” when
it is fixed in a copy...” “Note: Before 1978, fedémmpyright was generally secured by the act oflipabion with notice of
copyright, assuming compliance with all other relatvstatutory conditions.” Gertrude Adams lllustthStandard was originally
published in 1971 and the publication containspifuger notice of copyright so it does not mattehd copyright was registered, it is
properly copyrighted. Additionally, each of thegea with the individual drawings has the copyrigymbol. year, and her name so
they are copyrighted separately.

How long does the copyright protection last?
